2. Evaluate key milestones in progress and challenges in the effort to
form “a more perfect Union,” including the arguments and contexts
surrounding the Gettysburg Address, the Emancipation Proclamation,
and the Letter from Birmingham Jail, as well as other texts that reflect
the breadth of American experiences.
